Reading Rotation Activities For Year 5/6 Using Budd:e (Secondary) Version 3

All the answers can be found from watching the video. Each video has a transcription button that gives a transcription of what was said so if the students miss the answer whilst watching the video they can search for key words in the transcription.

	Activity 1:

Click on 'How can Malware get onto my computer?'  and add anything to your answer for question 2 that you missed in red pen.


	Activity 2:

Pre-requisite (Before doing this you must have): Watch and complete the 'Malware Tab.'

Many students do not read internet pop-ups and just ask, 'What do I click?', or 'Do I click yes?' Now that you are in Year 5/6 you have the reading skills to read the information they are providing to you before making an informed/knowledgeable decision instead of "blind" clicking!
