· You need to think of questions to discuss at your team meeting.

· In discussion time encourage your team members to talk about their reading and share their feelings.

To ask ‘deep thinking questions’, use the NAPLAN question stems to create one question type from each page.

Code Breaker’s Task

· Then interview each person in your literature circle to see if they also have words that they needed to apply code-breaking skills to understand.

Tips for Code Breakers

To be a great code breaker you could talk about some good reading tactics/strategies that you used to read the text. You could look for words or groups of words that: 

· were puzzling;

· someone couldn’t read it
· someone did not know the meaning of it
·  were tricky to pronounce/say;

· someone mispronounced it (write what they said)
· required you/them to make connections with the text.
· someone had to re-read the sentence and/or paragraph to use context to understand the word.
· reminded you of something or someone you know to help you understand/read the word;

· have unusual spelling;
